Dining Fly (Philmont Style)
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Equipment Required:

1
12x12 Tarp

2 
8 foot extendable poles

8 
stakes

2 
small sticks

1
36 foot ridge line

2 32 foot side lines

1. Face the tarp so that it is "cornering" into the wind.

· Set-up at least 20 feet from the fire ring 
· One corner is pointed into the wind to minimize “flapping”.

· “Cornering” allows the wind to pass under and around the tarp while keeping most of the rain out.

2. Use a Lark's Head with a small stick to secure the ridge line to the tarp.

3. Use a Clove Hitch to fasten the ridge line to the top of each support pole.

· Support poles should be placed within a few inches of the tarp edge.

4. Extend poles to 5-7 feet in height.

· Poles are extended approximately 5-6 feet for scouts, 6-7 feet for adults.

· Fly should be “Wide”, not "TALL".

5. Use a Tautline Hitch on the stake end of each guy line. 

· Ridge line and tarp should both be tight.

6. Lace line along the side grommets and fasten with a Tauntline Hitch at each end.

7. Stake out the corners of the fly first, then the middle.

· Stakes are always placed angled away from the tarp.
